PASS scenario example: One-to-one PASS – Baking a cake

Scenario:

The student is learning to bake a cake by following a recipe but the cake is not coming out of the oven looking like it should.  The PASS Leader will guide the student by asking effective questions and giving good suggestions so the student will be able to find the answers independently.

Student:	Hi Jess, could you please come and have a look at this?

PASS Leader:	Hi yes of course – what would you like me to look at?

Student:	I’ve just taken my cake out of the oven and it doesn’t look like the 				picture.

PASS Leader:	Okay, what makes yours different to the picture?

Student:	The cake in the picture is much taller.

PASS Leader:	Yes that’s right. What do you think makes a cake taller or rise in the oven?

Student:	Um I don’t know – what do you think?

[bookmark: _GoBack]PASS Leader:	What are some of the factors that could have led to the cake not rising?

Student:	Maybe I didn’t cook it long enough?

PASS Leader:	Okay, how would you check if you didn’t cook it long enough?

Student:	Poke a stick in it to see if any batter sticks to it? (pokes stick into the cake and 		it comes out dry)...okay that wasn’t the problem either. What else could it 		be?

PASS Leader:	Okay good, you have found that it wasn’t undercooked when you poked the 		stick into it and checked the temperature of the oven, what other things 			could have led to a flat cake?

Student:	Oh I know! I think I might have left out one of the ingredients – I’ll check to 		see if I included all the ingredients…oh no! I actually forgot to put in the 			baking powder!

PASS Leader:	Excellent, well done. You have found the problem and all your cakes will rise 		properly from now on.
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
